TROPICAL CYCLONES: SEQUENCE OF EVENTS IN THE CULTURAL ENVIRONMENT

TWO – THREE YEARS AFTER THE CYCLONE

· Damage is assessed

· Long term aid may be needed to fund repairs

· People at risk may panic

· Emergency aid is distributed

DURING THE CYCLONE

· Meteorologists observe climatic changes

· People retrieve property

· Warnings are issued to people in the path of the cyclone

· People are killed or injured by flying debris/flooding/building collapse

BEFORE THE CYCLONE

· Information on the path of the cyclone is given by TV, radio, Civil Defence etc

· People not in serious danger stay indoors and listen to instructions on the radio etc

· People check on health and well-being of friends, family & neighbours

· Rehabilitation begins eg. clearing debris, building temporary shelters, repairing roads etc

IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE CYCLONE

· Improvements are made to reduce the effect of cyclones in the future

· Emergency plans are set in motion eg. evacuation

· Plans for emergency aid is set in motion and shelter is provided for the homeless

· During the eye of the cyclone people go outside to assess damage /get ready for the rest of the storm

TWO – TEN DAYS AFTER THE CYCLONE

· Fresh water supplies may be contaminated

· People begin to prepare for an emergency eg. store fresh water & food

· Buildings, infrastructure, plantations, crops etc damaged or destroyed

· Infrastructure and economy needs rebuilding
