How Does Tourism Development Operate in Fiji?
Tourism Development in Fiji operates in a specific way. We can view it by taking the four main areas of technology, the regulators or decision makers, services and the economy of Fiji and examining how each operates. 

1. Advanced technology has brought about more accessibility and the ability to travel long distances in a relatively short time.  The Queens road located along the coral coast provides easy accessibility from Suva to Nadi.  This has led to an increase in both domestic and international travel.  Infrastructures include such services as the public utilities, sewage, power and water supply.  Denerau Island has an agglomeration of expensive hotels plus a canal subdivision with many holiday homes and a port facility for boats and ferry’s servicing the island enclave resorts in the Mamanucas and Yasawa Island group. The islands are linked to Nadi by a 2km long causeway. Nadi township has many tourist services such as motels, shops, taxis, bureau de change, car hire etc.

2. Regulators such as the Government encourage growth in tourism development in Fiji.

The Fijian government encourage development by seeking permission from the local chiefs for conglomerates to build resorts on their land.

The Fijian Parliament has begun to pass laws that prevents environmental damage and encourage protection of the environment, so that future development isn’t jeopardised.

In 1953 the Fijian visitors Bureau was established to market Fiji as a Sun, Sand and Sea destination, with their aim of attracting tourists from New Zealand, Australia, the USA and Japan.

The main effects of regulators can be seen on the Coral Coast, with 90% of tourists visiting that area.

3. Services in Fiji provide different accommodation, transport and catering.  The accommodation offers different types of places to stay and makes access to accommodation easy.  The different types of accommodation: motels, hotels, resorts enclave and island enclaves offer different environments and activities.  The range of accommodation suits different budgets and ages.

Transport is another important service in Fiji.  The different types of transport suit the tourist’s budgetary costs and variety to travel around Fiji.  Eg: older people may choose to travel in taxis than buses as they are more comfortable.  

Catering helps to suit the tastes of the different tourists that visit.  They offer variety of eg: restaurants like McDonalds, Chinese food.  They also offer food which suits the many different cultures and religions eg: vegetarians.

4. The Economy is managed by multinational companies- 65-70% of all earnings are lost by ‘leakage’ because of this! 
Fiji foreign exchange earning in 2003 was F$638 million (but this is only a third of the earnings they could make in Tourism). In 2014 it was $1.3 billion which was more than the combined totals of personal remittances, fish, sugar, gold, mineral water, timber and garments.
Local Fijians and Indians mostly work in unskilled or semiskilled low pay work with hourly rates of around $3.  They have jobs in the resorts such as cooking and cleaning but living costs in Fiji are generally cheaper as they do not have to buy land and can grow their own food, fish etc (they have natural resources to live by).
