GLORY WORKSHEET

After having watched the movie Glory and studied some information about slavery in America complete the following by writing two or three paragraphs explaining the movie.
Slavery in America occurred due to the need for cheap labour on the plantations in the Southern states such as South Carolina or Mississippi.

Most of the slaves were taken from the coastal regions of Africa.

They were transported across the Atlantic Ocean on slave ships in horrific conditions where many died. This was called the Middle Passage.

Once they had arrived in America the blacks were sold to the highest bidder. Often families were split up and never saw each other again. The slaves were forced to work long and inhuman hours and were treated very badly. They were beaten or raped or hurt in some way.

These conditions continued while the prices of slaves were low however as prices rose they were treated a little better so that they lived longer.

If a slave ran away they were often helped along the way by the Underground Railroad which was a secret series of tracks and houses where people were willing to risk their own safety to move the slaves North and to freedom.

If the slaves were caught they often suffered horrific punishments.

Slavery was eventually abolished when the Northern states outlawed it and the then President Abraham Lincoln, required that the Southern states do likewise. The Southern states refused and decided to pull out of the Union of States and start their own country called the Confederate States of America instead of the United States. The Northern states were not too happy about this and the country went to war over the issue in the 1860's

The northern states won and slavery was outlawed.

One of the most famous regiments was the first ever Negro soldiers in the 54th Massachusetts Company commanded by Colonel Robert Shaw.
