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Year 9 Avoiding Armageddon Assessment and Schedule of Achievement

Task Assignment

Students are required to produce a brochure to inform people about one of the following nuclear issues.
· Effects of an atomic blast or a nuclear accident on people’s health.
· Effects of a nuclear war or a nuclear accident on the environment.
· A campaign against nuclear testing in the Pacific.

· Tourist brochure for a tour of Chernobyl or Hiroshima
The brochure must meet the following requirements:

1. Must be on A4, with any format arrangement that students wish to use.

2. There must be a distinctive logo representing the organization on whose behalf the brochure is being produced for and also correct contact details. E.g. Greenpeace, International Physicians for the prevention of nuclear war.
3. Information used must be the latest available.

4. Information must be used selectively. There shall be no PLAGARISM. It must be your own work. 
5. There must be detailed information on what the actual issues are. (e.g. effects of Chernobyl accident on health) If you choose the tourist option there must be detailed information about the main attractions. NOTE: Details means facts and statistics throughout the document.
6. There must be information that outlines what actions your chosen organization is doing to solve the problem. If you choose the tourism option, your brochure must include a detailed itinerary.
7. There must be a section on how volunteers can help. E.g. Contact details of the organization, how people can join, donate or volunteer. If doing the tourism option you include contact details, how people can apply to go on a tour, and methods of payment.
8. A bibliography of information sources should be attached to your brochure.
9. Either computer OR hand written/drawn formats are acceptable.

10. Students must use imagination and creative ideas to present their ideas and information.
